STEWARDSHIP 
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e live today in what the 
philosophers call a postmodern 
world; it is a world that does 

not talk anymore about absolute Truth, 
but about relative truth. A truth that is 
true for me and maybe for a few, my 
friends, but it may not be true for 
others. In this way everybody is right 
and wrong in the same time. 

Working during the week in a 
corporate environment I see this 
happening every day. It doesn't matter 
a lot of times what we do and what we 
say, but rather how we do and how we 
say. Our arguments are dependent 
many times not on content, but on 
presentation skills. And this cannot be 
right. 

Starting from the First ecumenical 
council of Nicea in 318, the keepers of 
the true faith, the faith of the Apostles, 
started to be called themselves 
Orthodox. Orthodoxy comes from 
Greek, from the word ortho=straight, 
right, and doxa: glory, worship. 

A very practical thing, not the right 
theology, not the right knowledge of 
God, not the right philosophy about life, 
but rather the right worship. Why is the 
right worship that important that we 
fought so many theological battles with 
the heretics, so many defenders of the 
pure faith were martyrized? 

The Fathers of the Church had a very 
practical approach, they have not 
studied and debated anything for the 
sake of arguing, but rather they have 
looked only into the things that have a 
deep impact on our life in God. 

The purpose of our lives is to get 
give back to God the gift of life He 
bestowed upon us by giving Him 
something back. But what can we give 
to Him that is not already His? As we 
say in the Liturgy "We offer to You 
these gifts from Your own gifts in all 
and for all". We can only give God our 
lives, and this is possible only through a 
life in which we put Him first and try to 
give him the due worship, the right 
worship. 

The right worship is important

everyone who says to Me, Lord! Lord! 

shall enter the kingdom of Heaven, but 
he who does the will of My Father in 
Heaven." (Mat 7:21) What is the will of 
the Father in Heaven we hear at the 
%ÐÉÐÈÁÎÙȡ ȵ!ÎÄ ÔÈÅÒÅ ×ÁÓ Á ÃÌÏÕÄ ÔÈÁÔ 
overshadowed them. And a voice came 
out of the cloud, saying, This is My 
beloved Son. Hear Him. (Mar 9:7) 

Hear Him! This is what we are 
supposed to do, and He says :"I am the 
Way, the Truth, and the Life; no one 
comes to the Father but by Me." (John 
14:6). He did not say there are many 
true things out there, choose the one 
that fits your community,  or gives you 
more time for leisure, or the one that is 
the most comfortable. He said I am the 
Truth and I am the way and I am the 
life. His way: the way of the Cross, His 
Truth, the Gospel, His life: spent on the 
cross for us! 

There cannot be another truth and 
this Truth cannot be changed, because 
it  exists before time existed. 

But of course there will be people 
that will say yeah but we are following 
Christ in our own way, we read the 
Bible and we can make our own idea 
about what's going on there and live a 
life in Christ. 

Nothing more wrong than that. This 
vain thoughts of pride and self 
sufficiency have lead to the fact that we 
have  huge number of religious groups, 
from which a big part call themselves 
Christians. But their teachings are many 
times conflicting with each other. So 
who's right? How can we tell the 
difference? Who's right and who's 
wrong? 

Going back to the time of the 
Ecumenical councils we encounter the 
word ecumenical, Ecumenical  comes 
from Greek again, oicoumenikos, and 
means the inhabited world. The whole 
point of these meetings was to cast in 
stone the teachings that were accepted 
by everybody, by the whole Church, 
with a Capital C. 

One person can be wrong, we are 
after all just humans, but as a whole we 
are the Church of God, and Christ is her 
head and He cannot be wrong. So as 
individuals we can jump to the wrong 

conclusion
s, but as a 
group we 
always 
find the 
right 
answer 
through 
the help of 
the Holy 
Spirit that 
dwells in 
these 
councils. 

The Orthodox Church has acted 
always like this. Every Holy Father 
before publishing or saying something 
new, was checking the other before Him 
to see if there is no conflict. This is 
humility, this is understanding that we 
should act like a group not just as 
individuals, and everything we do should 
be done as a group, because where two 
or three will gather in my name, I will be 
there. 

So the new teachings, that are outside 
the ecumenical councils cannot be 
accepted because they have not been 
verified by the whole body of the Church. 
We are responsible for the right 
worships that can only come from the 
right faith. We are fighting with the 
Catholics for one word in the Creed for 
more than one 1000 years. Arius was 
anatemized for a iota, a simple letter "i". 

This is how important our faith is. But 
again we should not let pride conquer us 
and say that we are orthodox and thank 
God like the Phariseeȟ ȵthank you God 
that you made me right unlike the others", 
but we should rather humbly look into 
ourselves to realize the great gif we 
received from God and the fact that we 
are unworthy recipients and that with 
this gift comes a mission to show 
through our live that we are true 
orthodox. It is not enough to say that we 
are orthodox, we should be orthodox in 
every moment of our lives, and be like 
vigil lamps that can guide the others 
toward the magnificent life of our Lord 
and Savior Jesus Christ.
